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likely that the delays themselves may predispose an infant toward 
the development of plagiocephaly. Future research will undoubt-
edly continue to clarify these relationships. Regardless, there is 
sufficient evidence to suggest that the deficits associated with 
plagiocephaly should not be considered purely cosmetic.  O&P EDGE
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
