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Ron Dominy, CTP, CP, BOCP
Basingstoke, England, was a small country village when Ron Dominy was born there. It was a grow-
ing town when he began his career there with O&P pioneer Chas A Blatchford & Sons, and by the 
time he moved to the United States in 1988 with his wife Paula, it was a city bursting with economic 
activity. While Dominy’s O&P career spans an ocean and more than four decades, he still finds time 
for family and hobbies. The Dominys have two children and five grandchildren and a family tradi-
tion of martial arts. The adults in the family are all black belts in Tang Soo Do, a Korean martial art 
that Dominy taught and trained in for 21 years. Retired from Tang Soo Do, he now plays golf in his 
time away from the practice at Round Rock Orthotics & Prosthetics, Texas.

1. How did you become interested in O&P?
Purely by chance. I was 17 years old, working as an inven-

tory control clerk and not enjoying it. A friend asked if I would 
like a job at his father-in-law’s company, Chas A Blatchford & 
Sons. I started working as a technician there in 1968.

2. How has your career progressed?
I began as the boy making glue and cleaning up, pro-

gressed through the leather and woodworking sections at Blatch-
ford, and ended up as one of the first production workers on the 
Endolite system. I moved to Miami, Florida, from England in 
1988 to help with the Endolite system in North America. After 
Hurricane Andrew in 1992, I moved to Austin, Texas, where I 

ran the lab at Austin Prosthetics for Dennis Cole, CP. During 
that time, I became a registered prosthetic technician and then 
a certified practitioner. Dennis…truly was an inspiration to me 
with his help and encouragement. Later I became a practitioner 
and part owner in Round Rock, where I still practice.

3. What emerging trends or exciting advances do 
you see for your field?

I’m excited by the advances in central fabrication technology—
the ability to “grow sockets” with braided carbon fiber—and the 
advances in lower-limb computer-controlled prostheses coupled 
with powered prostheses. Upper-limb advances are amazing and 
seem to be never ending. I really don’t see an end to people’s 
ingenuity and ability to create new and better ways of treating 
limb loss.

4. How do you set yourself apart from competing 
businesses and practitioners in your area?

I use a patient-first approach that focuses on meeting the unique 
needs of each patient regardless of his or her situation. Round 
Rock’s primary goal is to create an atmosphere that fosters reha-
bilitation and personal growth through O&P intervention. We 
believe all of our patients have the potential to accomplish any 
goal they set for themselves, and we are here to make those 
goals a reality.

5. What are your top priorities/goals when working 
with a patient?

I start with a careful evaluation of the patient’s physical condi-
tion, home life, work life, and general wants and needs. From 
those results, I try to design a prosthesis that will fulfill all those 
requirements and fit appropriately so the patient can wear it 
comfortably for all of his or her activities. Always listen to and 
make every effort to accommodate the patient.
